	Carole will meet with Fr. Don Andrei after the first week in January to discuss the theme of the mission, which should follow our Parish theme: Strengthening our Catholic Faith in Our Times.  She will have a report on the theme and plans for the Mission at the January meeting.
Carole plans to have follow-up activities for different groups in the parish that will continue the Mission theme into the Easter season.
Carole will prepare bulletin announcements for Parishioners to watch for the Mission.

Fr. Pat expects their first meeting to be in January.
Joe C. reported that the Facilities Review Committee had meetings on November 15 and 29.  The committee reviewed past efforts of facilities review and decided that leadership and communication with the Parish was lacking.  They discussed what the committee’s goal should be (see attached handout), and discussed the bulletin insert, “Built of Living Stone”.  

Committee members are contacting groups who use the facilities to get their take on current and future use.  They are asking various Ministry Groups, staff, and the Pastoral Council to fill out a questionnaire regarding the facilities.  Each Pastoral Council member is to fill out a questionnaire and send it to John M, via Snail-mail or E-mail, by the first week in January.  John will collate all the council answers into one questionnaire.

The committee will try to have a recommendation by May 2007.
Several job descriptions have come in from other Parishes and Jim is working on what the benchmarks should be.  The council discussed that this position is not just for fundraising, but also for increasing communication/awareness in the community of financial need.  We are looking for long-term results, not just short-term.  The council supports filling this position and would like to be involved in deciding the benchmarks, hiring, etc.
